The 2023 - 2024 Virginia Homeless Solutions Program grant is the final year renewal of a three
year grant. Hampton Human Services partners with the City of Newport News Social Services,
Hampton Newport News Community Services Board, The Salvation Army, Menchville House,
Link, HELP, ForKids, LGBT Life Center, Transitions and James City County to administer the
grant. Grant goals are to assist households experiencing homelessness to quickly regain
stability in permanent housing and to prevent households from becoming homeless. Funding
will support coordinated community-based activities that are designed to reduce the overall
length of homelessness in the community, the number of households becoming homeless, and
the overall rate of formerly homeless households returning to homelessness. Funds will be
used for outreach, centralized or coordinated assessment/entry system, targeted prevention,
emergency shelter operations, rapid re-housing, planning, and administration.
