The Maternal, Infant, and Early Childhood Home Visiting Program provides federal grant funding for
states to provide voluntary, evidence based, home visiting services to at-risk families. Evidence based
home visiting programs have proven results of reducing child abuse and neglect, promoting child
development, increasing positive parent child relationships, increasing childhood immunization rates,
and reducing the incidence of repeat teen births. Hampton received the first round of grant funds
March 13, 2013 through September 30, 2016. This funding was used to provide the Healthy Families
America home visiting model for families with extreme risk factors, substance abuse, mental iliness,
and family violence. Hampton Healthy Families was awarded a second round of grant funding,
beginning October 1, 2016, to provide the Parents As Teachers home visiting model for at risk families,
with children ages 3 months through 5 years. The target population for this funding includes military
families, and high risk families (substance abuse, mental illness, and family violence. Provides services
for 88 families.
