BACKGROUND/PURPOSE:

The Virginia State Budget allocated $75,000,000 in American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds in the first year to the Virginia Department of Criminal Justice Services “to
make one-time grants to state and local law enforcement agencies located in the Commonwealth, including colleges and universities, local and regional jails for the purpose
of training and purchasing equipment and supplies to support law enforcement related activities, excluding equipment for which one-time equipment grants were
appropriated from the general fund in Item 406, Chapter 552, 2021 Acts of Assembly. Of the amount provided, no less than $60,000,000 shall be provided for the support of
local law enforcement agencies. Of the amount provided, the Director, Department of Criminal Justice Services, is authorized to recover reasonable, one-time costs related
to administering this grant program. Any distribution made to a local law enforcement agency shall not require a local match. The Department shall report on the distributions
made to the Governor, the Chairs of the House Appropriations and the Senate Finance and Appropriations Committees, and the Secretary of Finance by November 1,
2023."

Approved applications for this non-competitive funding opportunity will be awarded upon approval of the Criminal Justice Services Board on December 8, 2022, and any
pending approvals necessary from the Department of Accounts.

Hampton has been allocated potentially up to $750,000 in one-time funding through this program for equipment and technology needs to support operating strategy related
to overall violent crime reduction.

Funding would be used to facilitate purchase of computer technology, computer infrastructure, evidence collection equipment, specialty camera and optical surveillance
equipment, new Throw-phone system for Crisis Negotiators, Mobile Data Terminals for police vehicles, restraints for violent persons and a remote power supply for the HPD
UAV Unit.
