The mission of CSA is to
create a collaborative system of services and funding that is child-centered, family-focused,
community-based and cost-effective when addressing the strengths and needs of troubled and
at-risk youth and their families in Virginia. This system of care approach has been a hallmark of
supporting families for a healthy child.
