4. BACKGROUND/PURPOSE:

The Shuttered Venue Operators Grant (SVOG) was established by the Economic Aid to
Hard-Hit Small Businesses, Nonprofits, and Venues Act, and amended by the American
Rescue Plan Act. The SVOG provides 16.2 billion in Federal grant funds to eligible live venue
operators or promoters, theatrical producers, live performing arts organization operators,
museum operators, motion picture theatre operators, or talent representatives who
demonstrate a 25 percent reduction in revenues. Eligible applicants may qualify for grants
equal to 45% of their gross earned revenue, with the maximum amount available for a single
grant award of $10 million dollars. The SBA may make an initial grant of up to $10 million
dollars to an eligible person or entity and a supplemental grant that is equal to 50 percent of the
initial grant. Such grants shall be used for specified expenses to include payroll costs, rent,
utilities, worker protection expenses, maintenance contracts, insurance, equipment, event
production expenses, etc.
